$100,000 Before Appro-

priation Is Made.

Late Wednesday afternoon Frank

by Major Flagler of Mobile, received
the following telegram from Congress-
man Pat Harrison at Washington:

"Board of engineers have approved
Pascagoula project and recommends
$333,000 be expended conditioned on
Moss Point and Pascagoula citizens
putting up 1100,000 in five annual In-

stallments of $20,000 eacb. Letter
follows."

(Signed) "B. P. Harrison."
Tbe demand of tne federal govern-

ment that a locality shall put up an
additional sum for a meritorious pro-

ject Is setting a new precedent. It is:

reliably stated that there are oo
record but three Instances in the
United States where localities have
supplemented the federal appropria-
tion at ail, and in each of these in
stances the additional money was

entirely voluntary. Local conditions
In each case, it might be surmised,
served to weaken the general worth!
ness of the projects, aod the added
local sum may have been a veiled sug
gestion that additional money should
be forthcoming. In the Pascagoula
project, the matter was passed up to
tbe board of engineers purely and
simply on its merits, aod to have a
counter-propositio- n without prece
dent returned has caused considera-
ble derogatory comment.

A special meeting was Immediately
called for Thursday afternoon at
which time tbe entire matter was

scheduled for consideration, it was

hoped that Congressman Harrison's
letter would each Mr. Lewis before
tbe bour scheduled for tbe meeting,
and that this letter would carry with
it the details of the unusual, unex-

pected and unprecedented demand by
the federal government.
