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The International Foundation for Gender 
Education (IFGE) Board of Directors and the 
Congress of Representatives (COR) have finally 
agreed on the autonomy of the Congress and signed 
an agreement for services between the two 
organizations. 
Alison Laing, current COR chairperson, at the 
request of IFGE Board Chairman Wendi Pierce, 
developed a series of documents for the Congress 

focfudfog By-Laws, a Summary Statement, and a 
Reciprocal Agreement. The Reciprocal Agreement 
is the important document for IFGE. It stipulates 
that IFGE will provide space and logistical support 
for an annual Congress meeting at the IFGE annual 
convention and assist the Congress in disseminating 
information of interest to member organizations 
through its "Update" newsletter. In return, the 
Congress will assist IFGE by providing nominations 
for various IFGE awards, plus assistance in 
developing programs for the community. 
IFG E will assign a staff member as liaison to the 
Congress so that COR concerns will get visibility at 
IFGE headquarters. The Congress has also asked 
that a member representative be allowed to attend 
the IFGE board meetings. 
The Reciprocal Agreement in no way obligates the 
Congress to an exclusive arrangement with IFGE. In 
fact, according to Congress staff, they want to hold 
Congress work-group meetings at events other than 
the IFGE annual convention. Both the Texas "T" 
Party and California Dreamin' are possible sites for 
work-group meetings next year. 
Though the two chairpersons have signed the 
agreement, the gender community group members 
of the COR must still review and ratify the By-Laws 
for the Congress itself. The By-Laws document 
defines the Congress as a not-for-profit organization 
with no fiduciary or legal standing, defines the 
purpose of the Congress to promote and encourage 
diverse representations of our community and to 
facilitate communications within our community at 
large, and specifies membership requirements for 
the Congress. Most importantly, the By-Laws do not 
link the Congress to IFGE, or any other 
organization, in a way that makes the Congress 
dependent on that organization for its existence. 
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After only five issues, "International Transcript" 
(ITS) has ceased publication, according to publisher 
and editor in chief JoAnn Roberts. 
Roberts cited several obstacles that resulted in the 
decision, among them a decrease in ad revenues 
and lack of community support. "I guess the 
recession really hurt our legitimate vendors and 
almost every one of them pulled back on 
advertising," said Roberts. "But what hurt us the 

most was the almost total lack of support from the 
so-called 'organized' community. We sent out two 
dozen ads to be placed in newsletters and only 
three or four actually put in the ads. I was appalled 
at the apparent apathy. We sent each issue to 
almost one hundred domestic groups and about 
fifteen percent acknowledged receipt of the 
magazine. That's all. It almost seemed as if 
someone was actually working against the success of 
ITS. 
"I finally sat down and did a financial analysis while 
preparing to go to full color," Roberts continued. 
"The numbers weren't there and I was almost killing 
myself putting the magazine together alone. It just 
wasn't worth it." 
Roberts said the experiment was a success but the 
patient died ... "this time". She called ITS' brief 
history "a learning experience" about magazines, 
marketing and distribution. She expects to try to 
revive the magazine in the very near future, but 
with more money, more help and better c:>, 
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dis.tribution: "ITS will blQw away everything else 
around. That's a promise to all the people I let 
down this time." 
While ITS is not publishing, Roberts' · "HotStuff" and 
"Shopping Maven" columns will appear in 
"Cross-Talk", according to managing editor 
Kymberleigh Richards. . Roberts has also made 
available several articles that had been slated for 
publication in ITS for publication in "Cross-Talk" .

A campaign against  a measure that would have 
amended the Oregon Constitution to declare that  
homosexuality i s  "abnormal, wrong, unnatural and 
perverse" and require public schools to  teach that 
view as fact resulted in the failure of that measure 
to pass on the November 3 ballot. 
Northwest Gender Alliance (NWGA) had lent i t s  
name to  the campaign against Measure 9, sponsored 
by the Oregon Citizens'  Alliance (OCA) .  If it  had 
passed, i t  would have mandated that state and local  
governments do nothing " to promote, encourage, or 
facilitate homosexuality . "  Analysts had expected 
the OCA to use the measure to  force Oregon's 
liquor control commission to  deny liquor licenses to  
gay bars. 
According to  NWGA's  Ellen Summers, l i terature 
circulated by the OCA made no distinct ion between 
heterosexual crossdressers and homosexuals, and 
feared that OCA would propose similar legislat ion 
to impose legal sanctions on crossdressing activity 
within the state.  Summers says she was concerned 
tha t  the 1994 JFGE convention, scheduled to  be 
held in Portland, might have become impossible if 
the measure passed because "no business would 
want to risk losing their licensing for having served 
us." 
A similar measure in Colorado was passed, but the 
potential impact on the gender community was not 
immediately known.

standards. She used Canary Conn's experience, 
related in her autobiography "Canary", as an 
example of the potential hostility and neglect when 
in a Mexican hospital for surgery. 
AEGIS, while warning that Brown is most likely using . 
an alias at the New Woman Surgical Center, has 
compiled a list of qualified sources for reassignment 
surgery in the United States, Canada, Australia, 
New Zealand and Europe. Denny said the sources 
on AEGIS' list all comply with the HBIGDA · 
standards. 

A Florida chapter of Tri-Ess has charged a major 
drugstore chain in the Southeast with bowing to 
pressure from the American Family Association, 
which attempts lo force "objectionable" material 
from radio and television airwaves by threatening 
economic boycott from sponsors. 
Phi Epsilon Mu (FEM), reacting to Eckerd Drug's 
withdrawal from advertising on the television 
program "Eye On Tampa Bay" following reports on 
alternate lifestyles aired. In a letter to Eckerd CEO 
Stewart Turley, FEM president Denise Summers 
expressed the group's displeasure at Eckerd's 
action, charging them with refusing to recognize 
that alternate lifestyles exist in large numbers of 
the buying public. Summers pointed out that "none 
of us chose to be a crossdresser . . .  transsexual . .. or 
any other lif estylc other than what is called . 
'normal' ." FEM also returned door prizes purchased 
at the drugstore chain and expressed its displeasure 
to local store management. 
Turley, in his response, maintained that Eckerd was 
adhering to a policy of not advertising on shows 
"that obviously attempt to build their audiences by 
airing controversial issues." He said the withdrawal 
of advertising from "Eye On Tampa Bay" was not 
due to pressure by or in support of any group or 
organization. 
FEM is urging a letter writing campaign directed at 
Turley in care of Jack Eckerd Corporation, P.OBox 
4689, Clearwater FL 34618 .

to the Janus Information Facility, which succeeded 
the Erickson Education Foundation. Many of J2CP's 
series of leaflets and booklets had their origins in 
the 1970's under the previous organizations. 
AEGIS executive director Dallas Denny said she and 
Sister Mary Elizabeth discussed the matter at  last 
year's IFGE convention, and was "proud that of all 
the gender organizations in the U.S., J2CP chose us 
as their successor." Denny said AEGIS would 
continue to revise and re-release J2CP material 
gradually. 
S ister Mary Elizabeth's computer bulletin board will 
continue to provide the J2CP Online service as long 
as there is a demand for it. 

Brochures will be distributed soon for the Tri-Ess 
Women Associated with Crossdressers (WACS)  
Spouses/female Partners International Conference 
for Education (SPICE) to be held the weekend of 
July 9 in Dallas, TX. 
WACS co-chairman Cynthia Phillips said the 
conference would feature top name guest speakers 
and concentrate on the most-asked for topics from 
significant others. She said many groups in the 
national gender community have started local drives 
to sponsor the attendance of at least one 
wife/partner as their group's representative to 
SPICE. 
Phillips said that while husbands would be welcome 
at the conference, crossdressing would not be 
permitted since SPICE was designed "for genetic 
women only."

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A group of lesbians supporting a post-operative 
transsexual who was ejected from a womyn's festival 
in Michigan in: 1991 challenged 1992 f estivalgoers to 
consider the subject  of gender identity : 
"womyn-born-women" versus surgically created 
womyn. 
Womyn For Womyn, based in San Francisco, 
handed out buttons at the Michigan Womyn's Music 
Festival· (MWMF) querying "Where's Nancy?" ,  a 
reference to Nancy Burkholder, the transsexual 
expelled from the 1991 event .  Burkholder, who says 
she would not have attended either the 1990 or 1991 
events had she known of the anti-transsexual policy ,  
had sex reassignment surgery in 1984. She 
participated in the awareness effort by contributing 
her account of the incident and an open Jetter to 
MWMF producers. 
Womyn For Womyn's Janis Walworth, one of the 
organizers of the awareness movement, said "I  was 
impressed. Festivalgoers were willing to give this 
matter serious thought, to share their confusion and 
their feelings about it, and to be educated about 
transsexualism. 
"I'm concerned not only with the question of 
whether transsexual womyn should be included at 
Michigan but also with the nature of Festival 
policy," Walworth said. Fine print in the 1992 
MWMF brochure stated that the festival was "for all 
womyn born womyn," a statement interpreted by 
some festivalgoers as referring to the fact they were 
born of womyn. Many male-to-female (M2F) 
transsexuals consider · themselves womyn-born­
womyn because they have felt female from birth. 
A survey taken at the 1992 Festival the weekend of 
August 14 -revealed that womyn on both sides of the 
transsexual inclusion question want a clear 
statement of policy to be promulgated and 
uniformly enforced. The survey, completed by 633 of 
the approximately 7500 participants, showed that an 
overwhelming 73% favor the inclusion of M2F 
transsexuals after they have had surgery, 23% were 
opposed, and 4% were undecided'. Walworth 
cautioned against taking the results out of context :

records .  In fact ,  a nontranssexual womon can't 
p'rove she's not a transsexual without undergoing 
expensive medical tests . "  Gabriel was not ejected. 
despite publicly coming out twice during the 
Festival . 
Even allowing for a margin of e rror, Womyn For 
W omyn claim that the survey resul t s  st rongly suggest 
that MWMF part icipants favor the inclusion of M2F 
transsexuals arter surgery .  An effort is current ly 
underway to sample opm10n m the womyn ' s  
community outside the Festival .

KYMBERLEIGH'S CLIPBOARD

During the recent Presidential election, something 
rather disturbing happened. Six weeks before the 
election, I received a press release announcing the 
candidacy of a self-described "transsexual", said TS 
candidate describing herself as "an unrealized, 
lesbian-oriented transsexual, without romantic 
interests in men and with disgust toward 
promiscuity" and claims to represent a coalition 
compnsmg disenchanted Democrats and 
Republicans, as well as Archonists (who or whatever 
they are) .  
The press release went on to state that this 
mult ipartisan coalition does not expect either 
electoral success or even placement on the ballot, 
which leads me lo wonder what they expected to 
achieve by this  futile -- even farcical -- campaign. 
And the only reasonable guess I can make is that 
they ( or al least the candidate) were hoping for a 
li ttle sensationalistic publicity. 
To me, this smacks of the same mentality that 
brings fringe elements of the gender community into 
what Andy Warhol would call their 15 minutes in the 
limelight by appearing during "sweeps week" on the 
various and sundry tabloid television talk shows. (By 
the way, there are now eleven such shows being 
produced in syndication . .. and here in L.A., all of 
them are available sometime during the broadcast 
day . )  
I have Jong complained, privately, that these 
programs are increasingly showing the bizarre side 
of our community, to the detriment of the image 
the majority of us are trying to present. For 
example, a recent edition of Montel Williams' 
program had as i ts topic "men who live as women". 
Now we all know that phrase as the definition of a 
"transgenderist", so the logical assumption was that 
the show would offer some insights about people 
like Virginia Prince or myself, right? Well, you know 
what happens when you "assume" something . .. in 
this case, Mon tel made an "ass" out of himself, his 
guests, and my lifestyle. 
The guests were dressed like something out of a 
bondage parlor ( or maybe a crossdressers' bar on 
"fetish" night), and both were outrageously -­
flamboyantly gay. One even brought her 
boyfriend along . .. I presume to prove that her 
lifestyle was "normal" ! 
What am I supposed to say when someone who is 
aware of my lifestyle, having seen this three-ring 
circus, asks whether or not I have a boyfriend? If I 
answer "no", because l'm straight, they say "but c;>,

About a year ago I was with some friends who were 
shopping along the boardwalk (sans boards) at 
Venice Beach. I should point out that I was en 
homme. While one of my friends and I waited for 
the other three (I was the lone male) to finish 
looking in one stall, four people -- two of whom 
were crossdressed -- came around the corner and 
one stopped to look at a t-shirt. 
Now, the two crossdressers . . .  well, frankly they 
needed a closer shave and better beard cover . . .  
and a diet ... in other words, you could spot them 
from miles away. My friend looked at them then 
looked at me and gave me one of those, "takes all 
kinds" looks. If that was the worst that happened to 
them, and I imagine it was, either that says 
something about Venice Beach, or we've come a 
long way. I suspect it's a bit of both. 
Perhaps, on the other hand, it was because they 
were so unconvincing (and being convincing may not 
have been their goal, couldn't have been) and 
consequently just sort of goofy (by the way, I often 
describe myself as goofy, it is not, in my lexicon, a 
pejorative) and non-threatening that they weren't 
hassled. They also appeared to be unselfconscious. I 
hope they had a nice day at the beach . 
I have long suspected that it is easier for a plain or 
homely TV to pass in public for the simple reason 
that no one bothers to scrutinize them. Every day 
we pass hundreds of plain looking people without 
giving them a second look, barely giving them a first 
look in fact. 
Around the same time, I saw "Paris is Burning" (if 
you like travelogues to exotic places I'd recommend 
it) and I want to use this as a point of departure. 
The film 1s a documentary on the "Drag 
Competitions" in Harlem. While it covers that 
scene, it does so by looking at a number of the 
participants in a personal way, in two time frames: 
1987 & 1989. One of the interviewees, Venus 
Extravaganza -- a young pre-op TS -- works as a 
prostitute ( despite the dangers, not the least of 
which is AIDS) and talks about what happens when 
a John finds out she's got a penis. Violence is not 
uncommon. In the end the news comes that Venus 
was murdered, found strangled by an unknown 
party. By this time we are saddened, but not 
surprised. 
What happened? We can only surmise. I think it is 
safe to say that she was picked up by some John, 
not one of her regulars, who became violent when 
he discovered she had a penis, and in a rage c;>,

the girl on the Montel Williams program said . . .  " 
For that matter, our self-declared presidential 
candidate describes her femme side as an "alter 
ego", yet uses the word "transsexual" to describe 
herself, then admits that she doesn't know if she will 
pursue "clinical femininization" (which I presume is 
her way of describing sex-reassignment surgery) . 
How, then, do we explain what a crossdresser who 
uses the word "transsexual" to describe 
themselves really is? 
It has occurred to me on numerous occasions that 
writing these editorials does absolutely nothing to 
change the public's perception of us, because those 
of you who are reading this already understand that 
we have a problem. Virginia calls it "preaching to 
the choir": an allusion to the fact that it is not the 
gender community that needs to be corrected, it is 
the mainstream community. 
I have an idea in mind here, which I hope will result 
in the reeducation of those who control what the 
public is learning about us. A copy of this month's  
"Cross-Talk" i s  being mailed to the producers of all 
eleven of the aforementioned tabloid talk shows, 
with a cover letter calling their attention to this  
editorial, and inviting them to reply in a future 
issue. I am also offering my services as a 
spokesperson for the "serious" (read that 
"non-fringe") gender community. 
You may also wish to write to your local television 
station whenever one of these fact-distorting 
programs airs and indicate your disagreement . (You 
don't have to identify yourself as a member of the 
gender community if privacy is a concern for you. 
You can always say you have a friend who 
crossdresses.) A little-known fact is that such letters 
are required by law to be placed in the station's 
"public file", which can be reviewed by the F.C.C. 
when they conduct an inspection, or under some 
circumstances when the station's license is up for 
renewal . They won't be happy to have letters in 
there saying they were broadcasting distorted 
information, will they? 
The facts that must be faced by these purveyors of 
sensationalistic half-truths 1s that the gender 
community has more crossdressers and 
transgenderists than transsexuals ;  that it has more 
heterosexuals than it does homosexuals or bisexuals ;  
that more members of the community are 
interested in a mainstream-acceptable look than a 
fetishistic one; and, most important, that we are 
NOT a real-life "freak show". 
And it i s  up to us  to ensure that they face these 
facts.

The murderer probably did. 
It should anger all of us that a member of the 
transgendered communities was kil led because she 
was different . We don't know what went on behind 
that closed door, but there is no reason why that 
man couldn't have simply gotten up and left if 
Venus' penis was not his thing. 
I have written before about expectations and what 
happens when they are contradicted. Many of us 
are familiar with this from first hand experience .  
The response from the sexually insecure is  v iolence , 
either physical or verbal . In Venus' case the last 
time this happened she died. 
What does this mean to the garden variety 
transvestite? Well ,  l ike all women, i t  means  you 
have to be careful where you go and when you go 
there. It means if your car is of ques t ionabl e  
reliability you should stay home or arrange to  have 
a friend pick you up. Use the same common sense 
precautions that women use when going out .  It ' s  a 
sad commentary on our society that one needs l o  
worry about one's personal safety just  leaving one 's  
home. That ' s  }if e in the big city . 
In keeping with the potpourri nature of this column .  
I'd like to  say that I am  going t o  phase out the te rm 
"transvestite" and substitute something else. most 
probably "crossdresscr" . Let me relate the event s 
that lead to that decision. To begin with. and I 've  
ref erred to this before, I live near a corner  which i s  
worked by the boys who would be gir ls .  Gay boys i n  
drag working the boulevard. I t ' s  more than an 
annoyance. Not only do they at t ract a less than 
desirable clement to the neighborhood, hut f or me  
personally, their presence make it l e s s  comfortable 
for me to leave my apartment dressed . I don't want 
my neighbors thinking I 'm one of those things (as 
opposed to one of these things ) .  I 've heen

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With al l  medical expenses borne by the government, 
one would think it would be difficult for surgeons to 
gel approval for controversial operations. So how to 
explain the first true sex swap operation? 
Xia Zhoa Ji ,  a surgeon at Beijing No. 3 Hospital ,  
said that he and a team of colleagues successfully 
transplanted the sex organs of a man and a woman. 
The 20-year-old woman received the testicles of a 
30-year-old man, who had received her ovaries 
during operations a week before. Because neither 
patient will be able to procreate, it was unclear why 
the surgery involved actual sex organs instead of 
simply constructing a penis and a vagina for the 
pair. 
Xia said the male patient "thinks that woman are 
clean and woman are dirty . The woman thinks that 
it 's helter for her career to be a man." 
This report came not from a supermarket tabloid, 
but from the respected Reuters news service. 

Becoming a man may not have helped a Canadian 
female-lo-male transsexual's career, but it certainly 
didn't hurl his love l ife. But because he married a 
woman, a Canadian court has ruled the marriage 
void .  
The case decided in Toronto in September concerns 
a woman who met the TS at work as assumed that 
he was all man.

____ r _ _  .,.--.. ,., ____ _ GETTING OFF TO A GOOD START 
by Valerie Driscoll 

I want to thank all of you who asked for the return 
of "The Makeup Mirror". What I have done is 
researched my previous columns, organized them in 
logical order by topic, and updated the information 
where necessary. 
Before you can achieve the best look possible with 
makeup, all facial hair should completely be 
removed. This may sometimes irritate the skin, 
especially when it is sensitive and you must shave 
really close . 
Try using a water soluble cleansing cream or gel and 
rinse with warm water. If you must shave often, and 
use an electric shaver, alternate between it and a 
manual razor. (Ed. Note:  The "Sensor " cartridge - type 
razor and "Edge with Lanolin " shave cream tend to give 
good results  with l i t t le  irritat ion . ) 
Some tips for a more effective and more 
comfortable shave with a manual razor: 
Keep your razor clean and wipe with rubbing 
alcohol before use. Also, allow your shaving cream 
or gel to soften the beard for about two minutes 
before you shave . 
Start at the cheeks and work your way down without 
stroking each area with your razor more than twice . 
Rinse with warm water, then with cold . (To help 
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conserve water, fill the washbasin before you start 
and use that water supply for dampening the skin 
pre-shave cream and for clearing your razor during 
the shaving process. Then you won't feel so guil ty 
using more water to  rinse twice ! )  
After-shaves tend to  be loaded with pe rfumes.  
These irritate the skin, so use witch hazel or other 
mild astringent instead. Follow this with a 
moisturizer . . .  pat it on; rubbing is too harsh on the 
skin ! 
Use powdered alum or a mud mask to stop bleeding 
on small cuts. Be sure to use alcohol on y cmr  sk in 
before using tweezers to pull out ingrown hai rs !  
(By the way, if you drive a lot  or a rc othe rwise out  
in the sun a lot  during the day,  a sunscreen i s  very 
important to keeping your face soft and hea l thy . 
Coppertone makes an excel lent SPF 45 that i s  hoth 
waterproof and hypoallergenic . )  
Remember, hair growth starts well  below the 
surf ace layer of the skin so you may stil l have a dark 
shadow after shaving. The next  step is  cove ring what 
remains of that shadow with makeup. 
If you have an extremely l ight shadow .  ei the r 
naturally or because electrolys is  ha s thinned out 
your beard, you may be able to get away with a ba se 
coat of foundation slightly darker than your regu la r 
shade. But for most, bea rd cover makeup is  
necessary. If  you've never used i t  hcfore , my advice 
is to consult w i th a professional cosme tologist to 
select the right shade for your skin tone and degree 
of coverage needed. 
Whether or not you need beard cover, though. you 
need foundation to even out your skin tone and 
hide minor imperfections.  Most of you wi l l  a pply it 
on your face and neck, so the color must blend with 
both. This can be tricky since these two a reas  a rc 
not always the same color .  If you're going to  wear a 
low-cut top, you also need to be sure the founda t ion 
shade blends with the skin below the neck . . .  i t 's  
frequently lighter down there .  In  this case, you may 
want to choose a shade somewhe re between the 
two. 
Next month, we'll cover the basics of applying 
foundation and answer some of your questions .

Choose the proportions that  will look best for your 

frame. For example, if you wear a size 16 dress, a B 
or C cup breast form will give you a well defined 38C 
chest . Breast forms range from $7.50 (Frederick's 
Falsies) to $600.00. There is, however, a 

middle-of-the-road price range for what I consider a 
wonderful breast form and a comfortable 
good-fitting bra with a detachable long-line to help 
the midriff under $200.00 (Cary's Creations) .  The 
breast form attaches to bra straps so there is 
natural movement of the breast, or can be glued to 
the body for the braless look . 
Waist cinchers are helpful in achieving an hourglass 
figure. They reduce the waist size by a couple of 
inches, giving the illusion of feminine curves. They 
come in many styles and textures, from plain to 
sexy . Select a cincher that i s  made of a strong, 

lightweight material such as Spandex.  Avoid the 
bone-stayed variety as they tend to be very 
uncomfortable and do not fit the form as well . 
Choose one that is no more than two inches smaller 
than your own waist size if you want to remain 
conscious through your outing. 
Behind the scenes you can add the curves you've 
always wanted with the padded fanny girdle from

Frederick's,  under $30.00. This also flattens the 
tummy and decreases your waist size not to mention 
it deletes the necessity of a gender tuck. Hips may 
be padded but most women strive for the slimmer 
hips, that Ts come by naturally. A half slip called a 
"Slim Slip" made from lycra Spandex, some with 

built-in panties, will give a smooth no-line finish 
under your clingiest outfits. Some "slim slips" and 

girdles also have built-in waist cinchers. These type 

cinchers are available in most department stores for 
around $40.00. 
Remember, the trend in fashion these days is "Less 
is Better" .  A slimmer, less rounded look is  very in. 
As your confidence grows, your favorite looks will be 
the ones that makes you feel the most comfortable.

PROFOUNDLY MASCULINE BEHAVIORS

Previously I mentioned some of the "profoundly 
feminine behaviors" that can aid you in developing 
an ability to pass. This month I wish to introduce the 
"profoundly masculine behaviors" . .. behaviors which 
will give you away quicker than walking nude down 
Main Street. These behaviors must be avoided by 
all transvestites and transsexuals like AIDS. 
TIP 1 .  My first tip is to avoid that profoundly 
masculine behavior that I call the "ancestor pose", a 
term coined by myself, which describes the ape-like 
stance of males wherein they hold their arms out as 
if they had prickles in their armpits and at the same 
time relax the arm from the elbow down -- so that 
they look distinctly like their ancestors -- the apes . 
TIP 2 .  My next tip relates to the profoundly 
masculine behavior of allowing your clothing ''jeans" 
in particular to relax in the crouch area or to drop 
low on the waist or hips in typical male fashion. 
These sagging clothes create the illusion that you 
have something to hide in the crotch area or that 
you have a distinct male sloppiness. 
TIP 3 .  Another tip relates to that profoundly 
masculine behavior of talking to a female 's breasts .  
Here you will notice that men invariably look at 
your breasts, either continuously or intermittently, 
while they are talking to you. If you do the same 
when talking to other females you are sending 
unconscious signals that you are in fact male . To 
send the female signal look at their eyes, hair or 
hands. 
TIP 4. Yet another profoundly masculine behavior 
is that of looking a person up and down, sizing them 
up and being observed doing it. My tip here is to do 
it in a feminine way by once again using your 
peripheral vision. To look without being observed 
doing so is feminine. Reflections in windows are an 
excellent way of keeping an eye open for trouble, 
especially those windows that angle near the 

entrances to shops. By using these you can observe 
people's reactions around you without them 
becoming aware that you are doing so.By the way an 
interesting way of developing this skill is  to pract ice 
while you are in traffic. If you can look at the 
person in the car next to you without them 
becoming aware that you are observing them -­
you're halfway there, baby!  The techn ique is to 
focus on something in front of, or across the hood of 
their car while in fact you are looking at the m .  If 
they turn and look at you,the chances are that you 
have failed, you have att racted their attention .  But 
if you see them look in the direction you are looking 
you have succeeded in observing them as well  as 
distracting their attention from you. You have 
succeeded. 
TIP 5 .  Back m the pe rsona l  a rea, anothe r 
profoundly masculine behavior that must he 
avoided is  the fly check, similar to the bra stra p 
adjustment, this subtle slide of the hand  · to check  
that your zip is  up is  a dead giveaway . My t i p  here i s  
that i f  you have a loose z ip  or have any insecu rity , 
use a safety pin to ensure modesty and avoid this  
masculine signa l .  
TIP 6 .  One last profoundly masculine behav ior i s  
the habit of striding out when in a hurry .  My t ip  
here i s  to step quicker hut keep the str ide even .  In 
addition to this ,  if you do  have t o  stride out, 
compensate by moving the appropriate h ip  forward 
thus visually reducing the length of the stride . If you 
want to develop a female style walk imagine you 
are walking barefoot on a g ravel area and adjust 
your steps accordingly . By the way ,  some actual 
practice walking on a rough surf ace is  of great 
benefit in developing your female walking style . 
To pass, remember:· Keep your elbows in ,  your eyes  
up for females, d�wn for males, pin your z ip  and 
take short steps.

by Roger E. Peo, Ph .D. 

When a person of one gender attempts to imitate 
the other gender, there is bound to be confusion. 
Men and women each know what it is like to be 
their own gender but such an awareness is very 
difficult to describe. It is also hard to explain why 
someone would want to be like the other gender. 
When such explanations are attempted within the 
atmosphere of a marriage, the problems are 
intensified. The woman is confused when her 
husband says he is exploring femininity by 
crossdressing. She intuitively knows that what he is 
exploring may be sensuality but hardly femininity. 
Last month I commented on Deborah Tannen's 
book "You Just Don't Understand : Women and Men 
in Conversation." For me, the most significant 
observation she made was that women and men are 
brought up in different cultures even if they live up 
in the same family ! In earlier columns I have 
written about the different gender roles that men 
and women are taught to act out. Dr. Tannen 
extends this idea to the ways in which words are 
used and interpreted by men and women. Of ten, 
men use conversations to establish dominance while 
women use conversations to strengthen relationships 
and intimacy . .  
These d iffering conversational goals have special 
consequences for a crossdresser and his partner. Not 
only are they dealing with a confusing situation, 
they also have to adjust to different interpretations 
of the "same" words. Communication is all they have 
to make their relationship work. If the words one 
says don't convey the same meaning to the other, 
then the communication has failed. So it is 
important tha t each partner realize the "style" of 
the other. With such recognition, the conversation 
of both can be adapted to achieve better 
communication between them. 
For example, when he tells her about his 
crossdressing, it would seem that such sharing would 
fit her  type of conversation. But content is only a 
portion of the communication. Style is probably 
more important in conveying the message. If he uses 
a masculine approach of giving facts in such an 
emotionally tense situation, he may convey 
information but not help her understand the 
situation. As he tries to explain his feelings and 
behaviors around crossdressing, it is important that 
he remember that his masculine style may ·  
overpower her ability to participa te in the 
conversation. For example, he may need to stop

talking and encourage her to talk and ask questions. 
Also, because he may have little experience in 
talking about his innermost feelings, he may find 
himself struggling for words that will be understood 
by her. 
Setting aside the biological differences, no man can 
truly understand what it is like to be socialized as a 
woman . The thousands of hours and hundreds of 
thousands of words she experiences create an 
environment that can not be either intellectually or 
emotionally understood by him. It is hard for her to 
explain this to him because he hears her words 
through a masculine filter. 
We generally take for granted that what we mean 
by a certain word will be plainly understood by the 
other person. Yet we are aware of different dialects 
and idioms in English that carry special meanings 
within a subculture. The treacherous thing is that 
even in the same culture the men and women can 
misunderstand the words being used. When two 
people of different genders want to accurately 
exchange ideas, thoughts and feelings, they have to 
remember that it is possible to misinterpret what is 
being said just because of who they are. Adapting to 
such possibilities comes the potential for clearer 
conversations and stronger relationships.

Dear Cyn th ia:  My husband and I go to his 
crossdressing meetings every month. Occasionally I 
meet another woman at these meetings. I always 
find it a great comfort to speak to another woman 
involved in this. Frankly, I find just knowing another 
woman is in the same situation I am is a relief ! 
I have approached the leaders of this group to find 
out if they would start a group just for the wives and 
girlfriends of the members. The leaders agreed it 
would be a good idea, but none of us seem able to 
figure out just how to go about starting a wives' 
group. 
Can you furnish us any information on this?

Dear San dra: Glad you asked! As a matter of fact 
I do have some general ideas on how to form a 
wives/partners group, and here they are: 
First, you need to talk to the CDs about their 
wives/partners, to see if they feel that their partner 
would attend. Often the CD may not want his 
partner to attend, as he is  afraid of "CD bashing". 
You must work around this. 
Send out a questionnaire to all women that you 
think might be potential members.  Enclose your 
phone number and/or self-addressed envelope for a 
reply. 
You must make it clear that anything that is said is 
strictly confidential . .. that what is said, is said in 
confidence, and won't end up in the newslet ter or 
discussed with CDs. 
It is also important to point out that no one is going 
to try to change their thinking; that this is strictly a 
discussion group to help the women become 
comfortable with whatever "level" they have, or are 
trying to achieve. 
When you receive your desired response, set up a 
time and place for the meeting. You have several 
options here: (1)  You may want to meet during the 
time of the regular crossdressing meeting, in 
another room of the facility or home; (2) You may 
meet at a completely different time, at a member's  
home; (3) You may wish to meet in the afternoon, 
before the regular CD meeting starts; or (4) You 
may wish to rent a hotel room or meet in a private 
room of a restaurant . 
The best seating arrangement is in a circle where 
everyone feels they are part of the group. 
At the beginning, have everyone introduce 
themselves and tell a little of their history. This 

makes everyone more comfortable and at "home" .  
Whoever the facilitator is needs to give a little  bit 
of history of the "crossdressing world". Most of these 
women will know little or nothing about this 
phenomena . . .  most of the information given by 
their husbands will be either incorrect or sketchy at 
best. Give them some facts (pamphlets which can 
help are available from your CD group or directly 
from Boulton & Park Society) . 
Give each woman a list of phone numbers for the 
members of your group. Check beforehand to  make 
sure no one will mind being on the lisl. These 
numbers are for the women that might be having a 
hard time and need a "k indred soul " to speak with. 
Remember most women, before they meet w ith 
others, feel that they are the only ones in the world 
with this problem. Most don 't  feel comfortable 
talking to their family or f ricnds abcmt thi s .  The 
group must stick together. Remember, this is what a 
support group is al l about. 
At each meeting, take turns being the "hostess" and 
supply some cookies, coffee, colas, etc .  This gives a 
more comfortable setting and makes i t  easier t o  
talk. 
Dues are optional. Usually you can get the "host" 
group (the CDs) to pay for any expenses you incur. 
and they are generally del ighted to  do so. 
Pick one person to be the "fac i l itator" for the g roup.  
She doesn't have lo be a professional , just someone 
to keep the conversat ion mov ing in a positive 
manner. She should have a theme for discussion ; 
however, this should be only loosely adhered to  as  
other problems w ill arise during the discussion. Be 
sure, however, to keep from dwel l ing on any one 
problem or one person ' s  problems . There a rc 
women who will t ry lo monopol ize every meeting by 
insisting everyone l isten lo thei r  talc of woe .  They 
simply need a "sounding board" and want the g roup 
to  be it. 
You may wish to have a wives/partne rs co lumn in 
the CDs newsletter or, if you wish lo keep th ings 
separate, you might send out a smal l  newsletter  to  
the women in the group to keep everyone up  on 
what transpires, even if they can't come to  every 
meeting. 
Don't slip into a "CD bashing" mode . This  i s  very 
destructive for all of us. I t ' s  okay to talk about some 
of the negatives, but also remember the negat ives 
will come up in any case . .. we certainly don 't need 
to search them out. Remember we arc here Q 21

I was born Gary Nelson in the suburbs of 

New York on Long Is land. I n  my youth , I was 
always interested in g i r l 's  games. Since I was 
rather frai l ,  the rough sports engaged in by the 
boys were just too much for me. The more I tr ied 
to l ive up to my friends activities, the more 
frustrated I became. Soon , I realized that the gir ls 
¼'.er� m�ch r:no�e. sympathe!ic than the boys and 
d1dn t mind 1f I Joined them 1n playing jump rope 
and hopscotch . 

One particular gir l , Cheri , was more sym­
pathetic than the others, and she would comfort 
me when the boys teased me and wouldn't  let 
me play with them.  One day, whi le she and I were 
playing in her house, her mother left to go shop­
ping .  She said she would be gone about three 
hours and for Cheri to stay indoors. 

We played some games, but l ike most kids, 
we became bored. Cheri said ,  " Let's play dress 
up. " 

"What's that?" I queried . 
"We dress up in our parents clothes, "  she 

answered. 
I thought over her suggestion and said ,  "But , 

you don't have a father. How can I d ress up?" 
"Si l ly , we' l l  both be mothers .  You 'd  rather be 

a g i rl anyhow, wouldn 't you?" 
I flushed and stammered, "Yes I would ,  but 

don't ever tel l  anybody. They would al l  laugh at 
me and cal l me a sissy . "  

" I  wouldn't ever tel l  a soul , "  she promised. " It 
wi l l  be our secret . " (And ,  it remains so to this 
day. )  

This began a yearning with in  me that has 
never ended, and it is as strong today as it was 
that fi rst day. We put on panties ,  s l ips ,  evening 
gowns, nylon stockings ,  h igh heeled shoes , and 
all the works. We had a bal l !  

. I found that I real ly l iked the  feel of nylon and 
s i lk ,  as they gave me goose p imples and made 
shivers run up and down my back . That fee l ing 
was, and sti l l  is ,  l ike no other in the wor ld .  R ight 
then and there, I knew I cou ld never be truly 
happy unless I could wear these clothes always. 

Everything went fine  unt i l  Cher i ' s  mother 
came home an hour early and caught us in her 
best clothes. Cheri was put to bed , and I was 
sent home. One thing though ,  my parents were 
�ever told of this incident, which was the only 
t ime I was caught as a boy in g i r l 's  clothes. I 
guess Cheri ' s  mother thought it a harmless 
chi ld 's game that needed no further pun ishment 
than to be caught in the act. 

As I grew up,  I secretly secured an assort­
ment of femin ine articles ,  althoughwearing them 
was done only in  the privacy of my room late at 
night or when the fami ly wasn 't home. 

I relate my early experiences only to show 
that my desires and wishes occurred early in  my 
l ife . My real beg innings as a woman began when 
I graduated from h igh school and went to work 
as a clerk in a large industrial fi rm . I worked in an 
office staffed mostly with women ,  and they great­
ly resented a male in their domain .  As a result , 
they constantly made my l ife rough at every turn . 

Consequently ,  I moved even deeper into my 
shell than ever before. When I was home I 
indu lged i nto the fantasy that I was a wom�n . 
bought femin ine clothing through the mai l  order 
houses at every opportunity , and soon ,  I had as 
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many clothes as the average working gir l .  

Unti l  this time, I had never bought a wig, nor 
did I use cosmetics. I guess I just hadn't reached 
that stage yet. One day, after I had been with the 
firm for three years, a gir l who had been there 
only eight months received a promotion . There­
after, one girl after another went up the ladder 
as secretaries or senior clerks. When I asked my 
boss about this ,  he said that typing and shor­
thand were essential to these promotions. I ex­
plained that I had taken ,  and become quite 
proficient at, both typing and shorthand in high 
school .  

" But, you're not a g irl , "  he said. "The execu­
tives wantwomen for their secretaries, not men ! "  

I brooded about th is ,  especia1 1y when I 
learned that a top secretary could earn almost 
twice my current salary. Then, out of the blue, 
an idea struck me. If a woman was what they 
wanted ,  then a woman they would get! 

My strategy began by ordering a wig from a 
leading mail order company. As soon as it ar­
rived, I began practicing being a woman in spirit 
as wel l  as in being.  I worked hard at makeup, 
car r iage , deportment ,  and fem in i ne  man­
nerisms. I was determined to be as good a 
woman as any of them. 

Al l  of th is took only a few weeks, and stran­
gely, I felt as if I was born to look as I did when 
dressed as a woman. I was even pretty, though 
as a man, I appeared smal l and mousey. I made 
a very strik ing woman, and now, I had to venture 
into the world for the first time. I was afraid and 
knew that I needed confidence. For my first 
excursion in skirts, I decided to go to a res­
taurant and a movie .  Frightened but determined, 
I stepped out of my apartment and into a cab. 

To my surprise that first escapade went very 
smooth ly. Though I probably appeared very 
nervous and talked as if I had a large frog in my 
throat, no one paid any particular attention to 
me, and soon,  I was home again .  

The days became agony, the nights ecstasy, 
as my l ife became a regu lar Jekyl l  and Hyde 
existence. I knew this back and forth l ifestyle 
couldn 't go on for long , so I took a bold step. I 
quit my job as Gary Nelson and the next day, I 
reappl ied for that very same position as Laurie 
Storm. 

I was immediately h ired and six months later, 
I was promoted to head of the department. I was 
in heaven, and I now earned more money than 
I had in three years as Gary. Life was wonderfu l ,  
and I got along splendidly with the gir ls. 

Then, it happened ! I was told by the section 
head that I was to be interviewed by J . P. 
Caldwel l ,  the executive vice president, as his 
new secretary. This caused me to worry be­
cause stories about J. P .  went through the ladies 
washroom almost on a daily basis. He was the 
son of the Chairman of the Board and was a 
shiftless, no good individual .  As such, he had 
gone through six secretaries in as many months. 
I naively thought that was because they were 
inefficient or lazy, but I could not have been more 
mistaken !  

J .  P .  l iked me from the start, and my salary 
was almost doubled , much to my astonishment. 
The fi rst two weeks were routine ,  and Mr. 
Caldwel l  was wel l  mannered and pol ite. He real ly 
had very l ittle to do, but he answered a lot of 
correspondence, and so, my work was steady. 

One day, he called me in and asked me to sit 
on the couch. He sat beside me and said I was 
his best secretary since he came with the firm. 
Then, be began to tel l  me that I was also one of 
the cutest secretaries he had ever seen, and that 
al l  the other vice presidents were envious. 

Whi le we were talking, he surprised me by 
taking me in his arms and kissing me hard on 
the l ips. Because it had happened so fast, I was 
in a panic, but al l  I could do was stare back at 
h im. Suddenly, his hands started roving over my 
body, and I really became frightened. In self 
defense, I s lapped , kicked , scratched, and 
screamed ! He was caught off guard by my reac­
tion, and in seconds, he was on the floor in 
obvious pain .  In another moment, I was out of a 
job. 

Everything had happened so fast ! Tired , 
scared, and shaken by my ordeal , I hurried back 
to my apartment. He d idn 't find out the truth 
about me, but sti l l ,  I was out of a job. That night, 
I cried and wrestled with the question that raced 
through my head hundreds of t imes, "Should I 
forsake my beloved feminine clothes and go 
back to being a man?" Final ly deciding that 
would be the safest path , I grudgingly packed 
away my feminine garments. 
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I got a job as a waiter, and entered an unhap­
py existence. One day, to my surprise, I spotted 
a girl who looked remarkably l ike Cheri . When I 
got closer to investigate, I found to my del ight 
that she was indeed Cheri . She was also happy 
to see me, and shortly we were reliving old 
experiences. To my del ight, I found that she 
wasn't married and that she l ived in  an apart­
ment barely three blocks from my own. 

During d inner later that evening, I asked what 
she did for a l iving.  

Her head lowered and she seemed a bit 
embarrassed as she repl ied , " I 'm on the stage. " 

"Oh !  An actress! " I shouted with glee. "How 
exciting ! "  

"Well . . . . .  " she said hesitatingly. " I  am taking 
lessons during the day, and I hope to be an 
actress someday,  but in  the meantime, a g i rl 
must eat. " 

"Then, tel l  me, " I questioned. "What do you 
do on the stage?" 

" If you must know, " she said rather bluntly, 
" I 'm a stripper at the Royal Theater. I know it's 
sounds terrible, but it puts food on the table and 
pays my drama coach. If you must know, I really 
l ike stripping .  I hope you don't hate me. " 

"Wow! A real stripper, eh? And of course, I 
don't hate you. Actually, I 'm  impressed ! "  I was 
truly amazed and could talk of l ittle else al l eve­
ning. 

Once Cheri knew I d idn 't look down on her, 
she opened up and told me al l about her profes­
sion . The hours were long, but the pay was not 
bad and it keeps your body in  shape. " It 's hard 
to explain , "  she said , "but there is a certain thri l l  
that goes along with it. " 

As we talked , I asked if I could see her the 
fol lowing evening,  and she agreed. The thought 
of the stage and the strippers seemed to hold a 
strange, yet thri l l ing, fascination for me that I 
could not understand.

The next night, I saw al l of the shows at the 

Royal . I even went backstage between numbers 

· and was amazed at the activity that went on 
there. To me, it was a fairyland of people, cos­
tumes, and sets. I felt as if I was in a make bel ieve 
world where people where people could be 
whatever they wanted. That's when I was struck 
by this excit ing idea! Could I become a part of 
this fantasy world? Could I be a stripper? I had 
to find out. 

In Cheri ' s  dressing room ,  I told her of my 
thoughts, and we talked about what was re­
quired to become a successful performer. I also 
told her of my escapades as a male fi le clerk and 
as a female secretary. I told her everything in­
clud ing the sord id  confrontat ion with J. P . 
Caldwel l  and my subsequent change back into 
a male. 

Cheri l istened with a sympathetic ear. When 
I was finished, she said ,  " I always knew that you 
would make a better g irl than a boy. I tel l  you 
what. Why don't you come over to my apartment 
tomorrow night as a g irl? I would love to see how 
you look. " 

• • • 
The next evening,  I was again in heaven . I 

was back in the clothes I loved so dearly . . . . .  the 
nylon stockings, the sl ip ,  the cosmetics , and the 
lovely accessories that felt so natural . 

When Cheri saw me, she actually reeled back 
on her heels. "Why, you' re beautifu l ! "  she ex­
claimed. "You're much more beautiful than I 
could have ever imagined . I can't get over it ! "  

We sat and talked as two gir ls for the rest of 
the evening, and during our conversation,  Cheri 
agreed to help me learn the art of stripping in her 
spare time. She also agreed to introduce me to 
the manager when the t ime came. 

I worked hard , and when she thought I was 
ready, Cheri brought home some of her cos­
tumes for me to wear in my practice routines. 

I was disappointed that I d idn't have the 
physical attributes to fi l l  out the costumes, after 
a l l ,  a stripper did go a lot further than I could 
without reveal ing my true gender.

Her solution was to visit this woman 
doctor who gave injections of estrogen hor­
mones and plastic surgery. Now, she had the 
largest breasts in the show. Cheri gave me the 
doctor's name and volunteered to go with me to 
see her. 

I was so scared that I couldn't even eat on 
the day of my appointment. I could barely hold 
my hand sti l l  as I appl ied make-up.  Cheri said I 
should dress as a female if I wanted the doctor 
to understand .  

I spent extra t ime on my eyes making them 
stand out the way Cheri showed me. My lashes 
were thick enough that I d idn't need false ones 
for day but I used extra mascara. My l ips were 
trembl ing as I painted them a ruby red. 

I s l ipped on small gold earrings and nude 
colored pantyhose. When I reached for the 
white, lacy bra, I looked down at my flat skinny 
chest. "What am I doing?" I asked myself again 
as I strapped the brassiere around my chest and 
hooked the back. I s l ipped some special breast 
pads made of si l icone in the cups and pul led up 
my own skin to 'make' cleavage. 

The fri l ly print dress Cheri suggested I wear 
was low-cut with a wide leather belt that created 
the impression of a narrow waist. The dress's 
skirt was ful l  and flowed about my hips and legs. 
The long blond wig and black four  inch high 
heeled pumps were also Cheri 's  suggestion. 

" Isn't th is outfit a bit sexy for day? 1 1 I asked. 

Cheri laughed , "You are tel l ing the doctor you 
want to be a str ipper--not a school teacher. "

The doctor was very n ice and after a com­

plete examination , she l istened very intently to 
my story and motivations.

Without any prejudice, the doctor asked, "Do 
you wish to become a woman al l  the way?"

"Wel l ,  we can start you out on extremely 
potent female hormone treatments . . .  k i l l ing your 
sex drive only long enough to make you as 
feminine as possible. Shortly after some breast 
budding, I can operate on your chest and place 
sal ine breast implants under your skin .  This pro­
cedure wi l l  make your breasts as ful l  as any 
woman's.

Excited but fi l led with mis­
g ivings ,  I received the first of 
many weekly hormone treat­
m e n t s .

I added weight to my 
h ips and rounded out. On ad­
vice of the doctor, I went to an 
e l ectro log ist ,  and al l of my 
beard was removed , never to

return. 
F i n a l l y ,  t he  d ay of my ope rat i o n  was

I qu it my job and I checked into the hospital 
for a one night stay. 

In  the meantime, Cheri moved us into a new 
apartment, where, although we were man and 
wife . . . at least male and female . . .  or something 
l ike that, we would l ive in  the publ ic eye as female 
roommates . I would become Laurie Storm and 
never dress or appear as a man again .  

When I returned from the hospital , I felt odd. 
They were huge ! I was a husband but had a

body any woman would be proud to possess . 
My measurements were 36C-27-37 . and now 
fi l led out Cheri 's  str ipper 's costume to perfec­
tion .  

To initiate my future career, I practiced for 
hours each day the routines I learned from Cheri . 

The hardest part was getting used to dancing 
for hours in  high heels wearing nothing but a 
reveal ing microscopic G-str ing. The doctor 
showed me how to position and secure myself 
with surgical tape. She gave me a special gar­
ment to wear so that everything was pressed up 
and out of s ight .  It was very uncomfortable at 
first. Cheri insisted that I ' d  come this far that I 
couldn't let such a ' l ittle thing' flaw my perfection. 
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l t took weeks of 'pers istence ' to get it r ight 

but I was del ighted when I saw the smooth 
fem in ine f it of the  t i n i est G-str i ng .

With this camouflage i n  p lace , I could str ip  to 
past ies and a G-str ing w ith ful l  confidence. 

Cheri then secured an audition for me , and I 
went on stage for the first t ime in my l ife . To say 
the very least , I was very nervous and scard , but 
despite that , I made the grade and started to 
work the fo l low ing week . I had done it ! Cheri 
and went out on the town and celebrated what 
hard work and determination could acompl ish . . 
. I was a woman str ipper !  

After on ly two months ,  I became a headl i ner 
at the Roya l , as my career was qu ickly blossom­
ing.  Not long after that , Cheri and I went on tour 
with a company that toured the southwest at 
very good salaries . 

As this excit ing tour was end ing ,  Cher i gave 
me an unexpected surpr ise by announcing that 
we were to become parents . That put her out of 
work , and I became the so le supporter of our 
family. 

Our luck was running hot, because about th is 
time, I received an offer from a Las Vegas cas i no 
for a lot more than Cher i and I had been mak ing 
to g e t h e r .  I n  fa c t t h e y  wa n t e d  m e  to 
choreograph the show and find some of the 
'talent ' .  

In  order to find fresh faces , Cher i and I 
decided to open a training schoo l for aspir ing 
strippers . We ran an ad i n  a Vegas newspaper 
that sa id ,  "HAVE G-STRING,  WILL TRAVEL! " 
We had over 500 responses from women who 
were interested in  our school and surpr is ing ly 20 
from ma les . After interviewing them a l l , we 
began the c lasses . Most i nspir ing were the 
young men who were serious . We put on spe­
c ial 'fem in izing ' c lasses for them,  then they were 
put in with the g i rls and expected to compete on 
the i r  leve l .  Cheri ins isted that the 'boys ' be on 

h igh doses of female hormones so that the g irls 
wouldn 't feel 'threatened ' .  After a l l ,  th is is about 
str ipping and male t iti l lat ion . 

We have a lot of g ir ls (and a few guys) that 
have become famous strippers. Watch for a

With our  successfu l  schoo l and my career, 
Cheri and I are happier than ever. 

That was s ix years ago , and today , I am one 
of the best known "g ir ls" i n  my profess ion .

Our daughter is now four  years o ld ,  and in  a 

few years , we w i l l  te l l  her of her unusua l fam i ly. 
I 'm  sure she' l l  understand because , we ' re s lowly 
educating her about our l ifestyle as we go . The 
other day , she walked up to a teenaged boy that 
was being interviewed and asked innocent ly , 
"Are you go ing to be g irl dancer?" 

The boy blushed to the roots of h is long ish 
blonde and wavered , " I don 't know." 

My daughter sm i led and sa id before sk ipping 
away , "You' l l  be real pretty." 

• • • 
My l ife is comp lete . To everyone, I 'm a suc­

cessful show g irl , one to be envied and looked 
on with des ire. My pictures have appeared in  
many magazi nes , and I have been on the covers 
of at least three calendars . My salary is now very 
h i gh and st i l l  r is i ng . I have even been ap­
proached about appearing i n  an upcom ing 
movie . 

Cher i is the perfect housewife,  and our com­
fortable Nevada home nestles on three spacious 
acres of land with a pool .  I am ful l  of v igor , and I 
have the existence I have always wanted . I l ive 
with the woman I love, yet I am a woman to all 
the wor ld.

BV: Well, I am wearing a perfectly wonderful pair of 
powder blue bikini panties with lace and the most 
darling bows. Isn't that exciting? 
SV: It sure is, I'm drooling at the thought ... But I 
was thinking more of what you have under the 
panties, as nice as they might be. 
BV: You must mean my garter belt .  Do you know 
how hard it is to find a real garter belt these days, 
with pantyhose and all the rage? I spent just hours 
and hours shopping for one and finally found a red 
and black frilly one that ... 
SV: (Muttered) Yeah, about as hard as it is to get 
you to understand where I'm going. !  (Louder) It 
sounds wonderful to me, dearie, but what I had in 
mind was a more personal endowment.

BV: By my bra straps, how else? Although I have to 
admit I get ruts there in my shoulders from the 
straps. Do you run into that problem? 
SV: No, I seem to run into brick walls, or maybe 
brick minds. Honey, all this is turning me on 
something awful, can't you tell me how hot you're 
getting? 
BV: Yeah, my slip is sticking to my back, it must be 
90 degrees out today. I think ... 
At that point Ma Bell must have developed a 
conscience, for in another symphony of beeps the 
conversation faded out and the phone demanded 25 
cents for the next three minutes, so I gathered up 
my purse and went home, wondering if someone will 
start a 900 number that really deals with what 
crossdressers want. 
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As an airline Customer Service Agent for over 10 
years, I would like to recommend a few tips for my 
sisters who fly. I recommend you dress practically 
for flying. I know that sometimes what we like to 
wear is not practical. Slacks are definitely a good 
choice, but if you insist on skirts or a dress, choose 
something that won't wrinkle or muss, and keep it 
conservative (no minis or floor length). High heels 
are out. Airports are too large and most women just 
do not wear them for that reason. These tips should 
keep you from standing out like a sore thumb. 
I suggest you have your travel agent write the ticket 
using only an initial for your first name. Tickets are 
just like a check: You could be asked for I .D. to 
prove that the name on the ticket is the same name 
as the person flying. This is a security and fraud 
check. If you are asked for I .D.  don't be 
embarrassed. The agent has seen a TV before, and 
doesn't really care what you dress like. May I 
remind you, this is for security. The agent may pick 
you out because you're nervous, or by the ticket 
itself. 
Because of all this, I recommend getting a boarding 
pass from your travel agent in advance .  This can be 
done on most carriers within 30 days of your 
departure. To use the boarding pass you have to 
board with the general boarding (don't wait until 
the last minute) . I suggest you check your bags at 
curbside. This will also keep you out of the lines and 
away from that possible I .D. check . I bring this up 
again only because it is so important . If the ticket is 
issued using only your first initial and last name, it is 
not a big hassle proving you are that person. Using 
an alias could be perceived as fraud and would 
relieve the airline of any liability. So please be 
careful about this as it could mean no end to the 
hassle and expense. 
One change that has come about in recent years is a 
restriction on carry-on baggage .  The F.A.A .  has 
mandated that carry-on bags be restricted to a 
maximum of two pieces per passenger. These 
cannot be larger than that which will fit under the 
seat forward of the passenger. While this is not 
strictly enforced, I do suggest that most of you will 
do better with a single shoulder-strap bag measuring 
about 10" x 15" x 24". This will fit under the seat and 
will still not be so large as to be difficult to carry in 
a ladylike manner. Too large or too heavy a bag is 
impossible to handle with any feminine grace. 
Whichever bag you do carry on, though, should 

contain everything you will need for the first 24 
hours after landing. Airl ine liabi l i t ies for luggage do 
not begin until then. Weather can a l so cause delays 
in arriving al your destination, and access to  
checked bags i s  sometimes impossible .  Keep this in 
mind and pack sensibly -- keep all those necessa ry 
items in your carry-on bag, with you. 
An I .D. is required on the outside of your hag . I 
recommend one on the inside as wel l ,  along with the 
address and phone number of a contact. Thi s  could 
be the hotel you are staying at ,  or just a friend who 
knows where you a re staying. I t  w i l l  help should your 
bag get lost. 
I want to point out that agents and fl ight a t tendant s 
don't care what you a re. We look only for potential 
problems and security risks .  With thi s  is m ind, do not 
try to hide who you a rc .  This could be m is taken for 
a secur i ty risk . Keep in mind tha t we dea l  with a 
thousand people a day and moral iz ing for tha t many 
personali ties would be impossible .  You can normal ly 
count on airport customer service personnel t o  he 
professionals who are there to ass i s t  you. When you 
encounter one, don't panic, even if t hey can read 
you . They will not cal l  the pol ice or make a scene .  
They will sec you as  a customer and treat  you w i 1h 
the same respect. no matte r wha t pe rsona l 
prejudices they migh t have. ( I would l ike t o  in sert a 
caution:  Do not take the agent's friendly manner to 
be acceptance or understanding .  They a rc ,  as I said ,  
professionals, and personal a ttitudes  must he  Q

to try and understand thi s  and keep our rela t ionshi p 
intact .  Try to bring out some of the " posi t ives" . 
Some women compare c rossdrcssing groups and 
movements to AA.

TRANSVESTISM IN  OPERA 

by Joy 

As an enthusiast for grand opera and a dedicated (if 
wholly unpassable) behind-locked-doors FP. I have 
searched far and wide to find works which satisfy 
both my interests. And regrettably I have to report 
that although there is quite a lot of transvestism in 
opera it is almost entirely, at least from our point of 
view, of the wrong type. 
Surprisingly there is a very good reason for this 
imbalance between the two types. Opera in the 
modern sense of the word was born in the 17th 
century and at that time a remarkable -- to our way 
of thinking -- practice existed. It was accepted in 
those days, mainly in Italy, but also elsewhere, that 
if a boy had a good singing voice when he was say 
ten or eleven he could be castrated before he 
reached puberty -- one wonders how much say the 
boy had in this or if he just woke up one night to 
find someone leaning over him with a pair of scissors 
- - and thus retain his high voice . Such men were 
t rue sopranos or contraltos since, as with women, 
their voices had never broken. 
The reason for this practice was that while the vocal 
range of a male true soprano or contralto is similar 
to that of a f emalc, the voice is, quoting from the 
Concise Oxford Dictionary of Opera, " ... stronger 
and more flexible, often voluptuous in tone and 
capable of the utmost delicacy and technical 
brilliance." The Dictionary, incidentally, goes on to 
say that these men were often as vain as any female 
prima donna . However since the practice existed, 
composers naturally wrote parts in their operas for 
such singers -- masculine roles as, for instance, 
Roman patricians in Mozart's "La Clemenza di Tito" 
( 1 79 1 ), or both Orpheus and Amor, the god of love, 
in Gluck's "Orf eo ed Euridice" ( 1762) and so on. In 
this la tter work, incidentally, there are only four 
main characters, two masculine and two feminine, 
but all four are nowadays sung by women. 
Now the problem with this was that as the years 
rolled by and the use of castrati became less and 
less acceptable it eventually became impossible to 
produce these operas (many of which are of great 
musical value) since there were no longer any male 
singers capable of filling the roles. The apparent 
alternative solution of transposing the high voice 
line downwards for a tenor to sing was not usually 
desirable since it destroyed the fa bric and balance 
of the music. 
The answer lay, as it so of ten does, with women. 
Opera is an exceedingly artificial art form which 
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involves the wholesale suspension of disbelief by the 
audience as the price .of hearing marvelous music 
and, one . hopes, glorious singing. And it takes very 
little of this suspension of disbelief to ignore the 
fact that a singer who is dressed as a man and is 
singing a vigorous masculine role is not in fact a man 
at all but a woman -- possibly a quite beautiful one. 
And that's really how it all began. 
Of course only a small proportion of "breeches 
roles" -- that is, roles for women singing as men -­
actually stems originally from the 17th century. In 
fact, one of the most glorious of all such parts 
(Octavian in Richard Strauss' "Der Rosenkavalier") 
was composed as recently as 1910. But the tradition 
then formed has continued -- after all male opera 
lovers are no different from other males and a 
pretty girl's legs are always attractive -- and opera 
has greatly benefited from it. The use of a soprano 
or contralto voice instead of a tenor can produce 
ravishing . sounds and may be essential to the work's 
musical pattern. The trio of sopranos -- the 
masculine Octavian and the feminine Marschalin 
and Sophie -- at the end of the last act of "Der 
Rosenkavalier" is incredibly beautiful and justly 
famous. 
So on the world's opera stages today the presence 
of women acting as men, of male roles needing 
soprano or contralto voices, is accepted without 
comment or question. Women are in any case 
frequently cast for non-singing male roles of various 
kinds -- boys, youths, court pages and so on -- but 
they also play and sing almost every other type of 
male character imaginable whether it calls for Q

excluded on the job. If they want to carry the 
encounter further, they will excuse themselves and 
move you away from their work area.) 
I would also suggest that when choosing an airline 
you stick with the major carriers. The personnel at 
some of the new cheap airlines are "temps" and may 
be untrained or unprofessional.

only a few notes and a minute or two on stage or is 
one of the principal roles of the whole work. 
The reverse situation, however, is not nearly so 
happy. There was no tradition (or, I would imagine, 
any possibility) of a female tenor, baritone or bass, 
and so no need nowadays for a male to sing such 
parts. There is (alas) no way of dressing a man on 
the stage in women's clothes to give the same 
attraction to women in the audience (even if 
women would be allowed to enjoy such attraction in 
the face of the inevitable male prejudice) as a 
pretty girl in breeches and tights gives to men. And 
so on the whole man to woman transvestism in 
opera tends to be the same as in other stage 
presentations -- grotesque and played for laughs. 
Because of the voice problem -- a soprano "man" is 
acceptable but a baritone "woman" is not - - the 
number of instances of which I am aware is very 
limited and the number I have personally seen 
produced on the stage is even less. 
There are, it is t rue, a number of operas in which a 
youth is required to dress as a girl but inevitably in 
these cases the youth's is a part which is being 
played by a girl already. This happens in, for 
instance, Mozart's "The Marriage of Figaro" and the 
already mentioned "Der Rosenkavalier" of Richard 
Strauss, both of which I have seen a number of 
times . And it is only with a very clever actress 
indeed that one can get the feeling that here is a 
boy dressing as a girl (and the clear female voice 
doesn't help) and all too of ten one is presented with 
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a performance of most unboylike movements hy an 
actress who gets by on her singing rather than on her 
acting abil ity. 
Another situation is that in which the action is 
influenced by the dressing of a man as a woman but 
one doesn't actually sec it happen. In Puccini's 
"Tosca", for instance, the sister of an escaped 
political prisoner has h idden for h im an outfit of 
women's clothes in a church . He finds and takes the 
bundle but in his haste drops the fan ( the date is 
the year 1800) and this is found and identified by 
the chief of the State Police. From this momen t  the 
plot develops �- ending, incidental ly, in the death of 
the escaped prisoner, the pol ice ch ief. a friend of 
the prisoner implicated for helping the escape , and 
the friend's girlfriend, the Tosca of the t i tle •· hut 
one does not in fact sec the man actual ly d ressed in 
his women's clothes. 
A very unusual situat ion faces the producer of "La 
Calisto" by Cavall i .  This is one of the ear l ies t  of 
operas still in production - - i t  was composed ove r  
300 years ago - - and deals w i th mythologica l 
characters. Jupiter, the king of the gods . wan ts  to  
seduce Venus but she's  far too aware of  h i s  na tu re 
to let h im  get within a mile of her .  I n  a c rafty move 
to outwit her, he t ransforms h imself in to an exac t 
double (wish I lived in those days )  of the goddess 
Diana, arguing that Venus wil l never  suspect 
another woman and anyway Diana is wel l  known to  
be chaste. From there on he is on stage, somet imes  
as h imself and somet imes as Diana. In the 
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production which I saw, Jupiter has a staff of office 
which he always carries. when he is supposedly 
disguised as Diana (who is also in the opera herself) ,  
then the actress playing that part carries his staff 
and the audience understands that she is really 
Jupiter in disguise. When the actress is playing the 
part of the real Diana herself then she does not 
carry the staff. This  arrangement is explained to the 
audience in a program note. And very disappointing, 
loo. However, I have seen a photograph of a recent 
production of "La Calisto" in Germany in which the 
actor playing Jupiter did really dress as Diana 
(although his costume was hardly conventional 
street wear) so it can be done. 
And so lo actual on-stage impersonations by males. 
The only one I have seen i s  "Comte Ory" by Rossini. 
Herc Comte Ory aims to seduce the very virtuous 
sister of a nobleman who is absent on a crusade. In 
order to penetrate her castle stronghold he disguises 
his retainers as nuns and with himself as the Mother 
Superior represents  that they are on a pilgrimage. 
Because of a thunderstorm they are admitted to the 
castle and  given food but their disguise is 
penetrated when the liquor, carried in by some of 
the "nuns, " overcomes their discretion and they all 
become hilariously riotous. 
A work I should l ike to see is "Mavra" by Stravinsky. 
In this a rich young woman, in order to see more of 
her soldier boyfriend, introduces him into her 
al l -woman household as her cook. All goes well in 
thi s famil iar situation which, as a plot, might have 
come straight from the fiction pages of 
"Transvestia", until he is caught shaving and has to 
run for i t .  
Two others, of which I know virtually nothing, are 
"Curlew River", by Britten, in which the part of the 
Madwoman is sung by a tenor, and "II Campielo", in 
which, apparently, there is a fight in a market 
between two women, these parts also being taken 
by tenors. Another oddity is "Mamel1es De Tiresias", 
by Poulenc, in - which, so far as I understand, the 
hero · and heroine change functions and he has a 
large number of babies, but whether they changes

clothes or not I don't know. 
Even as I've been writing this I've read a review of a 
production of "Le Convenienze e le Inconvenienze 
Teatrali" by Donizetti.

So 
far that's all I know of it. 
Finally, just to make your toes curl up, how about 
this -- some years ago Benjamin Britten composed 
an all-masculine-character vocal work for the 
famous Vienna Boys Choir. I t  was called "The 
Golden Vanity" and it only bad male characters so 
that, unlike in other such works which the Choir 
performs, the boys would not have to dress as girls. 
How awful --
Not the having to dress as girls - ­
The not wanting to.

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CREATING PLACE

Recently I was sitting in my office doing research 
when I pulled out a copy of the DSM-111-R, the 
Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental 
Disorders. This reference is used by the mental 
health profession in classifying every conceivably 
human condition affecting one's  own sense of self 
and how others may view you. 
References such as  these provide a valuable service 
when a correct diagnosis or label has been applied, 
thus enabling the caregiver to provide supportive 
counselling or refer elsewhere for appropriate 
services. However, these very same labels also prove 
an irreparable disservice to those dealing with the 
very humanness of just "being. " 
Just being in today's society is extremely difficult . 
We live in what  may be called a "dualities mindset" 
.. . resulting in the polarization of individual realities 
which affect large segments of society . In a 
polarized mindset, things always must be one or the 
other.  Black or white, good or evil, male or female, 
masculine or feminine. Thus, making acceptance of 
natural variations against the "norm" relatively 
difficult on individual and social levels .  
As a whole, we are bombarded with these 
polarizations through our media, television, 
advertising, etc. Which invariably portray the 
narrowest spectrum of humanity. Men are portrayed 
as aggressive "go-getters" who are resolute in 
promoting their masculinity through a variety of 
male-oriented activities. While yet, women are 
portrayed as  weak vulnerable size six's always 
preening in front of their mirrors for men . 
For the transgendered (I use this term broadly) ,  the 
dualities mindset presents what might be considered 
an ultimate hell . For transvestites, this means living 
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partial ly or completely closeted, for f ca r  t ha t  
family, friends, co-workers just wouldn ' t  unde rstand .  
For the transsexual ,  i t  means  fathoming a pa rt ia l  or  
full transition under the scrutiny of a hos t i le  soc ie ty .  
I admire Kim Stuart ' s  insigh t on quest ions of  gende r 
in her comprehensive book t i t led "The Uninv i ted 
Dilemma . "  Her choice of words reflect accura te ly  
the journey of those blessed wi th  the " th i rd gender" ,  
in a society where self and soc ia l  in tegrat ion i s  
relatively difficult when no such gender exis t s .  Like 
the transgendered, those deal ing wi th  a l ternate 
sexualities have also had a sign if ican t  struggle in  
developing individua l ,  commun i ty and soc ia l  
identities .  Referring back to  the DSM- 1 1 1 -R :  Un t i l  
the early 1970's, homosexual i ty was c lass ified as  a 
deviant sexual disorder, compa rable wi th  
pedophilia , zoophilia, etc . After  a l ong d iff icu l t  
struggle, gays and lesbians  were able to  successfully 
lobby the American Psychia t ric Associa t ion to  have 
homosexuality and lesbianism reclassif ied as  a n  
acceptable variance of sexuality. Thus. no  more 
deviant than masturbation or dominant women , a 
natural inclinat ion amongst humans and certa in ly 
not a "mental d isorder . "  Today . the gay and lcshian 
commumt1es have successfully lobhied for the 
enactment of antidisc rimina t ion s ta tutes on the 
basis of sexuality in va rious city, state, and fede ral  
jurisdict ions. Despite their  hard work . the ma rch i s  
not over, as  many harmful stereotypes and injust ices 
still exist in a yet uneducated society . 
In conversation wi th my col league. author Denve r 
Harold, he intui t ively suggested that  a l though the 
gay and lesbian communit ies a ppear  to have .t 
significantly la rger popula t i on than the  
t ransgendered community ,  i t  may very we l l  he  tha t  
an equal or  larger segment of the popu la t ion may 
be affected by behaviors stereoty ped t ransvestcd or 
transsexualled . 
Imagine if a l l  the t ransgende rcd people chose to 
come out of in ternal ized and soc ia l  c lose t s  and 
refused to accept l abels a s  a ppl ied hy the 
"dominant" society . 
It has  often been suggested that the dominan t  
society displays a w ide variety of unacknowledged 
and unspoken of transgcndcred hehav ior .  I suggest 
that stable t ransgcnder i sm.  i . e . ,  t ran ssexua l i sm and 
transvestism, i s  in actuali ty a natural ly occurr ing 
vanat10n amongst the var ious extensions of a 
gender spectrum or  con tinuum .

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FEMINIZATION THROUGH MEDITATION

Over the last year or more, my articles here in 
"Cross-Talk" have focused on the metaphysical and 
spiritual influences on crossdressing, transgenderism 
and transsexualism. Some of you may reject my

In working with clients, I have always 
enjoyed reframing these terms into a more positive 
human application, thus, being on "The Journey of 
Becoming" who one is. For indeed, dealing with 
questions of gender, is just that. Acknowledging, 
interpreting, and thus developing an individual 
sense of self and of gender is part of every 
individual's ) if e journey. As we continually move 
through the act of becoming, our cycle of life, it is 
with hope that one at some point will be able to 
acknowledge internally and externally, "This is 
where I came from," and, "This is who I am (today)." 
This cycle of becoming defined within one's own 
sense of self and of gender is not exclusive to the 
transgendered experience, because it is basically an 
innate experience all humans share. 
It would thus seem, that an individual who has 
developed a refined sense of self and a comfortable 
place along the gender spectrum (in today's 
society), while furthermore being affordably 
comfortable with saying "This is where I came from," 
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your endocrine system operations. 
Unfortunately, it would take all the pages of this 
publication for years to document the functions of 
your endocrine system, so my main focus will be 
directed towards the importance of your pituitary 
gland in relationship to your gonads. In an article to 
follow, I'll write about a fun way for girls like us to 
mediate, and then to use the knowledge of this 
article, mostly on a mundane level, or in a 
subconscious way. In this article I can only tell you 
how the endocrine system affects the physiology of 
your beautiful earthly form .

Therefore, as our journeys continue, as we gain 
internal strengths, we don't have to become a victim 
to society . . .  but rather, be encouraged to develop a 
·sense of self, a sense of family, a sense of 
community, and a part of a society we create and 
affect.

electromagnetic form consisting of many parts and 
energy centers more commonly called chakras . We 
will return to  the chakras later, because it is by 
commanding these that your endocrine system is  
controlled. 
The next few paragraphs may be a bit boring, but 
please read it, so you understand how things occur 
(and why) with your body. Plainly explained, the 
endocrine glands are a group of very specially cells 
that secrete chemical substances called hormones 
that act in minute amounts on other tissues, organs 
and all physiological processes. The endocrine 
glands are as follows: the pituitary (posterior and 
anterior lobes), your thyroid and parathyroid , 
pancreatic islets, adrenal cortex and adrenal 
medulla, ovaries and testes. Also can be included 
are the pineal and thymus glands, which today stil l  
have relatively obscure functions. 
The pituitary gland, which is probably the most 
important organ within our bodies -- excluding our 
heart and brain -- is located beneath the central 
portion of the grey matter within our skull. This 
sometimes mystical gland is divided anatomically 
into the anterior portion which secretes at least six 
active substances (proteins or polypeptides) ,  and 
the posterior lobe which secretes two hormones. 
These two hormones are not really important to 
feminization, but are interesting to know. They are 
somatotrophin (a growth hormone), and intermedin 
(which defines the tint/pigment of your skin) . 
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It should be explained that the pituitary gland ( or 
master gland) actua l ly controls and maintains the 
flow of hormones which a re sec reted by other 
endocrine glands :  such as thyrotrophin (which 
enhances the rate of secretions by the thyroid 
gland) and the important corticotrophin  (wh ich 
affects the adrenal s) .  A more famil iar one is 
prolactin, which i s  found in large amounts in both 
sexes. It is fascinating that when the mammary 
glands are primed with estrogen and progesterone , 
prolactin will promote the secretion of milk. 
Thi s  should all be interesting to those of you gi r ls  
whot ingest females hormones, or for those of you 
that are considering i t  . . .  please read on . What you 
need to know is how estrogen and progesterone arc 
generated with the female and male body ! This i s  
where the gonadotrophins - - which arc sec reted by 
the anterior lobe of the pituitary gland - - f ind the i r  
importance with us .  The f i rst of · these three 
gonadotrophins is the follicle st i mula t ing h ormone 
(FSH) . The second is the lutcinizing hormone ( LH ) , 
and third is the interst i t ial cell stimulat ing hor mone 
(ICSH) . 
The M2F or F2M TS,  or any CD or TG who wishes to 
experience more of the t rue essence of the opposite 
sex, will want to control the flow of these hormones .  
FSH in a woman causes the  Graafian fol l ic le 
conta ining the egg to grow to full size , whi le 
stimulating the secretion of estrogen by the ovaries.  
This in return alerts more LH to be produced. and 
causes the rupture of the corpus luteum ( maybe 
pregnancy) which then sec retes progeste rone . I n  
males, FSH promotes the LH cel ls  of Lcydig to 
secrete androgens, which arc androsteronc and  
testosterone, from the testes. The absence of 
androgens in our blood stream is our secret  t o  
femin ization. 
Why? The tcstc of the human male prnducc 
considerable amounts of e strogen . . .  yet i t ' s  t he  
adrenal  cortex that produces the balance of male 
hormones to hold this in check !  I don't hc l icve 
those who support the use of hormones or those 
that sel l  them, have ever told you thi s  hcforc . And 
has anyone ever told you that when you inject o r  
swallow Premarin (c t  al ) or  P rovera ( ct al ) ,  you ' re  
ingesting steroids? No,  I doubt that they have. 
Nevertheless, the question is . . .  how docs any 
transgendcred mortal regulate the ratio ,,f 
hormones that gush through your veins? Thi!". is the 
difficult part of this a rticle, because the next step i s  
to  teach you about your ctheric hotly . Though let us 
not use the word "etheric, "  for it portrays an image 
of something too metaphysical . It's hard enough to  
comprehend the physiological aspects of creation , 
much less believe in something unseen .  Yet, for Q 
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the sake of at least this article, let's believe in our 
electromagnetic body (EMB) .  
Believe this body of energy and light i s  within you, 
and a part of you, so you'll have an easier time 
understanding my hypothesis . Your EMB consists of 
an aura which emanates from seven (maybe eight) 
chakras, which we call energy point centers or EPCs. 
These "mini-blackholes" are voids in your 
electromagnetic body that absorb vibrations on their 
each individual level . Through these voids, energy is 
digested and distributed throughout your EMB. The 
more energy retained in each EPC, the healthier 
your physical body will be. This is because each EPC 
directly aff eels the seven endocrine glands.  
What i s  called the root EPC is the lowest of all EPCs 
and in the general location of your testes or ovaries, 
so it would directly affect their vigor and the 
amount of hormones which are secreted from there . 
The navel EPC likewise regulates your adrenals; the 
solar plexus EPC, your pancreas; your heart EPC, 
your thymus; your throat EPC, your thyroid; your 
brow EPC, your pituitary; and your crown EPC, your 
pineal gland. 
Remember, the function of your thymus gland is 
now being studied . I've known about it for a long 
t ime.  Because it is related to your heart EPC, the 
thymus is  important. When some emotion is 
powerful enough to stir you, energy i s  released 
throughout your electromagnetic body and your 
physical body. The rush you experience near your 
heart when you love someone or something is 
caused by thymus. Also, if you're anything like me, 
the sight, the feel and wearing a pretty demure 
dress can take your breath away, as that rush of 
energy is released throughout your chest .  This all 
begins in your root EPC in certain instances, which 
can be good or bad. A person who is "too" sexually 
active and has "their brain in their pants" will have a 
difficult time becoming spiritual ! Hence the lack of 
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control over your pituitary gland and your hormonal 
balance. 
Later in this series I'll teach you some fun ways to 
mediate .  Until then, it's a great idea to accept 
yourself for who you are, and to realize that having 
an awareness of the mystics will "show you" that 
what I'm teaching is true. For proof, just observe a 
Hare Krishna at the airport or a religious guru on 
television. Notice how feminine some of them act ! 
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THOUGHTS ON GOING PUBLIC 
by R.E.M. 

Crossdressers frequently lament the unfairness that 
women can wear men's clothes with impunity, while 
it i s  taboo for men to appear in public dressed as 
women. Some of the bolder crossdressers argue that 
crossdressing will never be accepted unless we are 
willing to crossdress in public. But how? Those who 
can pass plausibly as women are already venturing 
out with wigs, brassieres, padding, makeup, and 
shaved arms, legs, and any other part of the 
anatomy where women are hairless or shaved. 
But I suggest that disguising ourselves as women is 
not the way to get crossdressing accepted. Mind you, 
I have no objection to anyone's trying to pass with 
wigs, makeup, and other paraphernalia. But passing 
successfully will not accomplish the goal of being 
accepted as men wearing skirts, since the public will 
not realize that those passing are men. If they do 
detect the deception, they may tactfully say 
nothing, they may snicker, or they may become 
violent, but there is not likely to be general 
acceptance of men made over to appear as women. 
Women, after all, do not ordinarily try to pass as 
men except in films like "Sylvia Scarlett"  or 
"Victor /Victoria" .  When women wear pants, they 
are usually feminine pants, not men's  pants, except 
for unisex jeans. Below the pants, they may be 
wearing stockings and heels .  Even if they wear a 
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man's shirt instead of a blouse, they do not bind 
their breasts, take off their makeup, and get a 
masculine haircut . They appear simply as women  
wearing pants. 
It seems to me that the way to win acceptance for 
men's wearing skirts is for them to do just that -- to 
make no attempt to impersonate women but to 
appear in public frankly as men wearing sk ir ts .  ( I n  
half of the world, mostly in  Asia and Africa, men 
often wear skirts .) Faking breasts, wearing makeup 
and wigs, will def cat the purpose . Among support 
groups, the whole f cminine impersonat ion is f ine,  
but it i s  likely either to fool or al ienate the publ ic . 
What I suggest is that crossdressers try going out in 
public wearing a man 's sh irt and/or jacket , no 
makeup, men's  shoes, with a plain long skirt -- a 
miniskirt will not do. I have sometimes done this 
myself put on a blue workshirt and an 
ankle-length black skirt or a brown shirt and 
matching brown skirt .  Possibly a plain long dress 
would do also. Since I have a moustache, wh ich I 
keep because my wife, who is qui te supportive 
ofcrossdressing, would be unhappy to have me shave 
off (she quotes a French prove rb that a kiss without 
a moustache is like salad without d ressing) ,  the re is 
no mistaking me for a woman . With a man 's sh irt or 
jacket and a plain long skirt , I do not look femin ine, 
even though I may have a lacy half -s l ip on under 
-the skirt . 
Dressed this way, I have gone out shopping, to the 
movies, to rent  videotapes, or simply for a walk ,  and 
no one has raised an eyebrow, le t  alone made a 
snide remark or offered any hostility . For home or 
the privacy of support groups, I have a ward robe of 
lacy lingerie, dresses and ball gowns, but a man 
wearing them in public would never be accepted 

.unless he succeeded in passing. And the goal for 
equal treatment with women,  who do not pretend to 
be men while wearing pants, is not lo  pretend to he 
women but to be al lowed as men to wear skirt s .

TAPESTRY #62 is IFGE's latest attempt to create 
a balance of topics concerning the various segments 
of the gender community after receiving criticism 
during 1992 about the magazine becoming too 
TS-oriented. 
This issue contains articles warning against silicone 
injections (mostly of interest to TSs, but potentially 
to CDs as  well ) ;  a horror story about SRS in Mexico 
(TS-oriented only, but might frighten a few 
confused CDs away from pursuing a TS lifestyle) ;  a 
commentary on terms and stereotypes (humorous, 
yet relevant to  our entire community) ;  a reality 
check on crossdressing (CD-oriented) ; an 
examination on exactly what support groups mean 
to our community (which should be required reading 
for the officers of all gender community support 
groups) ; and reprints from keynote speeches at this 
past year's IFGE convention ( interesting, but the 
references in the speeches to the convention itself 
are rather dated eight months later) ; and the usual 
fillers and features that have become "Tapestry"s 
stock-in-trade. 
I was proud to find two articles reprinted from our 
pages ( one of Ricky Hunt's  columns on being a 
happy crossdresser and an article Janyne Cresap - ­
